RULES:MATERIAL

I. Divisions
See “Participants” on next page.

II. Teams
1. A team consists of four participants with no alternates.
2. A participant may not change teams during a meet.

[ll. Text of the Bible
1. All questions are taken from the New International VVersion.
2. All questions are taken from the 1978 or later copyright editions of the NIV.
3. NIV textnotes can be considered as part of the text.

IV. Answers
1. Each team member answers independently by marking pre-printed answer
sheets.
2. No participant speaks during the testing.
3. Answers to questions are not given during the testing.

Material: The 2010 National Bible Bowl is testing over the book of 2nd Samuel,
as translated in the New International Version (NIV). All participants are encour-
aged to bring their own Bible to use during the open-book tests. Electronic
Bibles will not be permitted, although permission may be granted in the case of
persons with disabilities.

GENERAL:Information

Participants: The Junior Division consists of students in the 6th-9th grades and
the Senior Division consists of students in the 10th-12th grades. We also have
an Elementary Division for students 5th grade and below. Students from
younger age divisions may be moved up if necessary to form a complete team,
but students from older divisions may NOT be placed on a younger division
team. A “team” consists of exactly four students. Students not placed on a team
may still compete individually. Also, adults beyond Senior High age are
encouraged to participate, but they only complete individually, not on teams.
For the 2010 National Bible Bowl, there is no differentiation for “experienced” or
“inexperienced.”

Study: Some study materials are available
at our website. We encourage every team,
however, to also develop their

own study materials.

Tests: The National Bible Bowl consists of

six written tests, including the optional

“Power Round.” A mixture of open- and

closed-Bible tests, the formats range from multiple choice to matching and
fill-in-the-blank. The Power Round does not count toward the team score, and
only participants who take the Power Round will be considered for individual
awards. The tests for the National Bible Bow! are created by an independent
party not affiliated with the hosting congregation.

Awards: Plaques will be awarded to the top 3 individual and team winners in
Elementary, Junior, and Senior divisions. Special ribbons will be awarded to the
first 10 places in every division, including adults. Everyone will receive a
participation ribbon.

Cost: $40 per team, $15 per individual (including adults)

Schedule: Bowl activities begin at 8:30 a.m. and end after the 1:30 p.m. award
ceremony.
